DRAFT MINUTES
CENTRAL INTERSTATE LLRW COMPACT COMMISSION
Annual Meeting
THURSDAY June 27, 2024, at 10:00 A.M. CST

In compliance with Central Interstate Low-Level Radioactive Waste Compact Commission (CILLRWCC) Bylaws and Rules, on May 27, 2024 a meeting notice announcing the date, time, and location, was made available on the CILLRWCC’s webpage and sent to interested parties. Commissioners and interested parties were sent an agenda and items to be discussed via email on June 11, 2024. 

 This Annual Meeting of the CILLRWCC was held Thursday, June 27, 2024, via Teleconference for consideration of several agenda items. The meeting was called to order by CILLRWCC Chair, Scott Blackwell, at 10:00 a.m. 

Agenda item 1. Call to Order and Roll Call. 
The Chair, Scott Blackwell, called the meeting to order and asked that the roll be called. Those responding as present were Scott Blackwell, Louisiana Commissioner; Richard Brunetti, Alternate Kansas Commissioner; Kelly Dixon, Oklahoma Commissioner; and Mike Stickney, Alternate Oklahoma Commissioner. George Overbey, Arkansas Commissioner, was not present. A quorum was declared. 

Others on the call were Kendra Robben, CILLRWCC attorney; Amber Miller, CILLRWCC Administrator; Cecilia Snyder, Low-Level Radioactive Waste Forum; Vern Rogers, Energy Solutions and Sonya Kay Meneely, court reporter. Michele Woods, Oklahoma Department of Environmental Quality, was the ZOOM meeting host.
	
Agenda item 2. Officer Rotation and Election. 
Commissioners noted that bylaws direct that each even year the vice-chair rotates to the chairperson role for the Commission and a new vice-chair is elected. Commissioner Dixon assumed the role of chairperson. A motion was made and seconded to elect Commissioner Blackwell vice-chair. Commissioners Blackwell, Brunetti and Dixon voted yes on the motion. The motion passed.

Agenda item 3. Discussion and recommended action on Minutes from November 16, 2023.    
Meeting minutes from the September 21, 2023, annual meeting were offered for discussion. The Commissioners had no comment. A motion was made to approve the minutes as drafted and it was seconded. Commissioners Blackwell, Brunetti and Dixon voted yes on the motion. The motion passed.

Agenda item 4. Discussion and recommended action on Engagement Letter for FY24 annual audit.
Amber Miller, CILLRWCC Administrator explained how the audit was last done, and Commissioners discussed that Hood & Associates were familiar with the Commission’s business. A motion was made and seconded to use Hood & Associates for the FY24 annual audit. Commissioners Blackwell, Brunetti and Dixon voted yes on the motion. The motion passed.

Agenda item 5. Discussion and recommended action on amendment of contract for Administrator. 
The Commissioners discussed extending the professional services contract for the Administrator under the same terms as the previous year. A motion was made and seconded to extend the contract for another year. Commissioners Blackwell, Brunetti and Dixon voted yes on the motion. The motion passed.

Agenda item 6. Discussion and recommended action on proposed FY25 Budget.
The Administrator presented the proposed budget noting there was little change from the previous year. Commissioners discussed some of the specifics and a motion to approve the proposedFY25 budget was made and seconded. Commissioners Blackwell, Brunetti and Dixon voted yes on the motion. The motion passed.

Agenda item 7. Report from Records Workgroup
The Commissioners discussed progress on how to store, access and digitize Commission records as well as who has the authority to approve a records retention policy and how to handle any needed changes to the Commission’s records work group policy. Also discussed was the use of Box.com for file storage and setting up a file structure within that cloud-based service in the future. 

Agenda item 8. Commissioner’s Reports
a. Status of Commissioner Appointments
Commissioner Brunetti of Kansas reported there is a recommended appointment for Kansas’s Commissioner that will need gubernatorial and senate approval. Commissioner Blackwell of Louisiana reported that there has been discussion on the appointment of an alternate commissioner for Louisiana. Commissioner Dixon will reach out to Arkansas in an effort to secure an appointment for that position. 
b. Commissioner’s reports on any activities in their states that may be of interest to the Commission
Commissioners Brunetti and Blackwell had nothing to report. Commissioner Dixon reported on items from the Oklahoma legislature that had garnered interest but ultimately died or did not make it out of committee. 
c. Nonpayment of annual fees
Nonpayment of annual fees came up during the earlier budget discussion. Kansas is in arrears and the Administrator reported they have been sent multiple invoices and faxes, Kansas Commissioner Brunetti said he would follow up with finance staff. 

Agenda item 9. Select date for Special Meeting in FY25.
Potential meeting dates were discussed. A motion was made and seconded for a special meeting on November 14, 2024, at 10:00 am via Zoom. Commissioners Blackwell, Brunetti and Dixon voted yes on the motion. The motion passed.
